Wildland Fire Emergency Evacuation Plan

Purpose:  To provide the residents of Green Mountain Falls and Chipita Park with general guidelines for escaping the area in case of a wildland fire disaster.  To encourage all residents of the Ute Pass area to develop and follow family emergency plans.

Scope: All members of the Green Mountain Falls/Chipita Park Fire Department are trained to assist in the implementation of this plan. The department is willing to offer training to residents within the District.

Procedure:  In the event of a wildland fire in the area the officer in charge of the event will determine if evacuation of residents is warranted.  If necessary, the officer in charge will contact El-Paso County dispatch and implement reverse 911 calls. If this call is received, evacuation should be carried out immediately. Delay will endanger you and your family.  The officer in charge will also activate the fire department roof siren to alert residents that may not be near their phone. ( The siren is only used for emergency notifications.  Siren is tested annually on July 4th.)  

Law enforcement will be notified to assist with evacuation, and will close entrances to the Green Mountain Falls, Chipita Park area. This is necessary to permit incoming fire vehicles ease of ingress, and protection of your property. 

Residents of the area should determine the direction the fire is coming from. Once that determination has been made residents should leave the area. If fire appears to be getting large residents should evacuate on their own accord and not wait for notification from outside sources.  Evacuation routes are Hwy 24 West to Woodland Park, Hwy 24 East to Manitou Springs.  Residents should not stay in the immediate area.  Fire Department vehicles will need access to all streets and hydrants. Residents remaining in the area will become a priority for evacuation and will take personnel away from preventing fire spread, endangering both civilians and firefighters alike.

Utility Shut Off

· Turn off gas or propane

· Leave electricity and water on

Vital Records

· Property health and life insurance records copy and have at separate location

· Make record of personal property (photo or videos)

· Store a copy of these records in a secure place away from the home

Specific or Special Needs

· Hearing aids, medication, etc.

· Mobility issues should be addressed before an emergency

· Transportation limitations

· Specific dietary needs

· Create a network of friends to provide assistance

· Keep special supplies ready and easy to reach

Caring for animals

· Plan for the care of pets

· Gather pet supplies food and water

· Have proper identification and shot records

· Have a pet carrier or leash

· Large animal transportation

Safety Skills
· Know first aid and CPR

· Include first aid supplies in your emergency kit

Get an Emergency Supplies Kit

· Have a minimum 3-day supply

· Maintain the kit every 6 months

· Know the location of your kit

· 1 gallon of water per person per day

· Avoid foods that cause thirst

· Have non-perishable foods

· Include snacks

· Hand can opener

Other Items

· Battery powered radio

· Flashlight extra batteries

· First aid kit

· Sanitation and hygiene items

· Extra clothing

· Items for infants

· Other desired items

Being prepared is comforting for kids

· Create a personal pack for children
· Books
· Favorite blanket
· Stuffed animals 
· Snacks
